Use mixed metals and the cold connection process of riveting to create one of a kind artwork.   Participants need no experience to design and fabricate copper, brass and silver. Choose between a pair of earrings, pendant or both if you are a fast worker! Each attendee will be given a 1" x 1" piece of sterling silver to incorporate into your work. Techniques learned include sawing, filing, how to use a rolling mill, oxidize and rivet.

Using glass powders and water, participants will create a slurry in a variety of colors and design a glass flower to be fused on a ceramic mold.  After drilling a hole, a copper tube will be inserted to make a free-standing flower for your home or flower bed.
